Commonly Asked Questions:
1.  
What are the number of book sales tables will you be needing, and how many     people will you want to man them? We will need to have an area large enough where we can set 4 - 8 foot tables in the shape of a 'U' with two across the front and one on each side with access to electrical power.  We will need 2-3 women to work the table before and after the conference and during all of the breaks and lunchtime.  Dee loves to sign books and pray/visit with women - small table with two chairs located in the vicinity of the book table works very well for this situation.
2.  
Will you be sending books in advance?   Yes, they will be shipped to you so that they will arrive a couple days ahead of the conference date.  
3.
Do you have skirting for the tables or will you provide that?  You may cover the tables with whatever you decide and skirting is nice so that we can store extra cases of books under the tables but this is up to you.  It is nice if the top of the tables is covered with disposable plastic white cloths so that we can write the book prices right next to the books once we have the table’s set-up.  
4.
Once you arrive will we need to provide rental cars or will we pick you up?  We are willing to do whatever you want us to do. Various event committees choose various ways and we are open to whatever works for you.   

5.
Food expenses for two days - what is an approximate value we should expect?  Dee charges a flat $150 fee and that covers both her and her traveling companion for both days of travel.  
6.
Seminar topic example from previous conference:  “We are calling the event: “Falling, Living, and Forever in Love with Jesus” - we did not know if you would combine the Bible studies together for one seminar or if it will be just one of them?”  This is a tough question this far in advance because Dee prays a long time before she starst writing for each event and she truly seeks the leading of the Holy Spirit to bring what the Lord wants for that particular group.  But, I am sure that you will hear some from all three books in this trilogy but I would guess, at this point, that they will definitely want to do some of Falling because it is so foundational and important to those who may come as seekers and then they will build from there and do some of Living and end with Forever.  They tend to bring some material that is in the books but a lot will be what God places on their hearts at that time. 

7.
Airline tickets prior in keeping with our budget we were wondering if you had an approximate cost for tickets?   We would love to have a good handle on this but, as you can imagine, since the war started these prices have been like shifting sand and we really have no idea what they will be like in 6-12 months.  Most of the time we are able to get tickets between $300-$400 per ticket, because we shop around and try to buy early enough that we can get fairly good deals.  
8.
Contract states Dee will be available for a radio interview, could this be done by phone prior to the event as part of the promotion?  YES!  Dee loves to do interviews as promos ahead of time and she always does them over the telephone.  When the time gets closer you just need to get a radio person's email address to me so that I can coordinate a time that will work for both Dee and the interviewer.  You will also want to ask them to record the interview so that it can be played several times instead of doing just one promo spot.  Dee will do any length of interview from 5-20 minutes.

Prayer Support: - How many and is this to be during the event, before, after? We hope to have a prayer team in place very soon.  Above all other items, THIS IS THE MOST IMPORTANT!   A team of prayer warriors starting right now until the conferences closes and has followed up with ladies after the conference is essential.  I would go so far as to say, that Dee would hesitate to even commit to coming if you do not have a strong and committed prayer team.  The same goes for us!  We are committed to pray, pray, pray!  

10.
Promotion of Event - We are using a PowerPoint presentation, which you have already approved, but we are taking the book covers and will be using them in promotion material along with the same pictures that are in the PowerPoint for other promotional materials.  That will be fine.  

11.
Dressing or Green Room: Do you have any personal needs for that room?   The only things that we need in there are bottled water, coffee with Equal and creamer, Kleenex, a few items of low-cal snacks (cheese stix, fruit, breakfast bars, or anything low-carb).  Usually, Dee dresses at the hotel so she doesn't need an iron in the dressing room. * Note:  Dee likes to have a bottled water and a box of Kleenex at the podium when she is speaking.
